Parsons Pantry Official Opening & The Generosity That 
Made It Happen 
We were delighted to celebrate the opening of Parsons Pantry, our 
newly upgraded Recreation Centre kitchen last week. 
This project was made possible by the incredible generosity of Jill 
and Eric Parsons, who donated $30,000 to Mangawhai Beach 
School in November 2018—the spark that started it all. The goal 
was always to transform the kitchen into a modern, functional 
space for the school and the wider community. 
After an initial idea to expand the space was put on hold by Covid, 
Luke Canton and Emma Grieve stepped up to design a brilliant 
new layout. They focused on creating a high-quality, functional 
kitchen that could accommodate various group sizes and needs. 
Parsons Pantry is a product of skilled work and community effort, 
brought together by cabinetmakers, electricians, plumbers, 
painters, the Board of Trustees, and our caretaker Geoff.
